Project Proposals
Each group must electronically submit a project proposal. I won't specify exact page limitations, but I expect that most write-ups should be in the range of 2 to 5 pages, including ER diagrams.

Each project proposal must include:

1. The names and e-mail addresses of each member of the group.

2. A general description of the project, including its purpose, general functionality, types of users, etc.

3. More detail on the interface with which each type of user (if there is more than one type of user) will be presented. You do not have to show the exact interface, which may not have been decided yet, but explain what type of information the user will be able to enter, what choices they will be presented with, etc.

4. A textual description of the data that will be stored in the database. In other words, explain the meaning of the data.
5. An ER diagram (or a collection of ER diagrams) depicting your database. This should not be hand written. The images should be part of the submitted, single file. The diagrams should follow standard conventions to indicate entity sets, relationship sets, attributes, key constraints, participation constraints, primary keys, weak entities, etc. (You will need to search for a program that allows you to create the diagrams. If the program uses standards that are a bit different than we have discussed in class, that is OK, but please indicate this in your proposal if you think it would otherwise be confusing.)
6. An explanation of how you will populate the database.

You don't necessarily have to include the requested components of the proposal in the specified order. You may combine parts, if that makes sense, or feel free to include more than I ask for if you think it would be helpful. This assignment is meant to serve a dual purpose of giving you experience creating ER diagrams and familiarizing me with your plans so that I can give helpful feedback and suggestions. You will be allowed to make changes as the semester progresses, but your final project may be partially evaluated based on how well you implement your proposal. These proposals will be graded by letter grades. The proposal grade will be influenced by the quality of writing and the correctness of your ER diagrams. These grades can influence the final project grade that your group receives at the end of the semester.
