Toning recipes from class 1-29-07

In class, due to space restrictions, we skipped the water bath step in some of these.  If you are toning for real, please include the water step and follow the instructions for best results.

OVEREXPOSE the print to be toned


Eggplant Black:

Pt. A 
1-2 tsp Sodium Carbonate (very flexible) stirred into a solution of 1-liter water

Rinse

Pt. B 
4-10 tsp of Tannic Acid mixed really well into 1-liter water

It will bleach out first, then the tannic acid will put it back.  


Red Brown:

Immerse dried and aged print until it turns violet in a solution of 8ml of Household Ammonia to 250ml water. 

Wash print for 10-15 minutes

Immerse print in a strong solution of Tannic Acid (25g to 500ml water).

Wash print after Tannic Acid bath for 5 minutes.  If you like the brown color, stop right there and wash for 20 minutes.  

or

Alternately, you can immerse the print in a strong solution of sodium carbonate (1 tsp Sodium Carbonate stirred into a solution of 1 liter water) until a deep red-brown color appears, then wash for 20 minutes.


Brown Toning:

Pt. A
28ml Household Strength Ammonia to 240 ml water

Pt. B
14g Tannic Acid mixed well into 750 ml water

Immerse washed and wet print into part A  for a few minutes until it becomes pale

Rinse the print for several minutes.  Too short of a rinsing time can lead to the discoloration of the highlights and paper base.

Transfer to part B for the conversion to brown.   Wash for 15 minutes.


Black Toning: (they turned kinda purple for us I think)

Part A
1 part Tektol paper developer (ask a tech for it) to 4 parts water

Rinse

Part B
30-50g of tannic acid to 1000ml of water

You should see a smokey black color within\ 5 minutes.  Wash toned print for 15 minutes.
