In Class – pinhole demo using ortho litho film

· Ortho litho film is not sensitive to the red spectrum of light, and therefore can be quite contrasty.  Also, be careful handling it under the amber light in the darkroom, if it is left out for a long time it will fog. 

· Keep a record of exposure time and lighting conditions to make a chart designed to detail the correct settings specifically for your camera.  Use the attached Trial and Error - Pinhole Exposure Chart
