Making photograms onto ortho-litho film and paper



Brief intro to making digital negatives for contact printing

· Ortho litho film is not sensitive to the red spectrum of light, and therefore can be quite contrasty.  If you wish to work with it to make photogram “negatives” you may want to try diluting your developer.  Freestyle Camera says “Dektol 1:7 or 1:9 is a popular dilution to achieve continuous tone results. “ (ask a tech for help mixing this)  Also, be careful handling it under the amber light in the darkroom, if it is left out for a long time it will fog. 

· Keep a record of exposure time to make a chart designed to detail the correct times for your specific paper and negative.
